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The Ensembles programs are an audition-based, artistically rigorous program for young 
artists in school years 4–6 and 7-10 who are ready to explore theatre-making more deeply. 
Building on our Drama Workshops, the Ensembles offer a focused rehearsal process across 
two terms, guided by leading professional theatre-makers. 

Participants work collaboratively to generate an original new work, experimenting with 
ideas, testing theatrical form, and refining their performance practice within a committed 
ensemble. 

Across the semester, young artists will: 

●​ Dive deeper into performance and theatre-making practice​
Learn how new work is developed -  from research and experimentation through to 
rehearsal and performance 

●​ Collaborate with a dedicated ensemble of peers 
●​ Present an original performance to family and community 
●​ Develop discipline, focus and commitment within a structured rehearsal process

Audition Outcomes  

All applicants will be notified of the outcome of their audition within 48 hours of the audition 
workshop. 
 
If you are offered a place in the Ensembles program, you will receive an email outlining next 
steps. To secure your position, you must accept the offer within 10 days of notification. If 
we do not hear from you within this timeframe, your place may be offered to another 
applicant. 
 
If you are not offered a place this time, we strongly encourage you to audition again in the 
future. Selection is based on the needs of the ensemble as well as individual readiness at 
this point in time, and many young artists grow significantly between audition rounds. Not 
being selected does not reflect a lack of potential. 
 
We value the courage it takes to audition and appreciate the time and care each applicant 
brings to the process.
